Dear Sir:

I had a conversation the other day with a professional acquaintance of yours. You came up during conversation about my plight and my inability to have it properly addressed. He recognized that it would only take one person in a position of power with an unswervable will to do what is just to bring about a positive and much needed end to my dilemma. He speaks highly of you and believes you are a just and honorable man. Also, your familiarity with the law may give you an insight denied to a layperson. Therefore I have decided to appeal to you and your Office as Senator. 

I am not one of your constituents and you are not my Senator, however I had previously presented my case to my own political representatives with no positive results. My friend, who I indicated above and who is much more politically savvy than I, suggested that their inaction might be a direct result of political partisanship and affiliations. However, it is his belief that I may still pose my problem to you in hopes that you may be that person who chooses to help. Before I begin, please allow me to preface this request with the following quote,

"If the prosecutor is obliged to choose his case, it follows that he can choose his defendants. Therein is the most dangerous power of the prosecutor: that he will pick people that he thinks he should get, rather than cases that need to be prosecuted. With the law books filled with a great assortment of crimes, a prosecutor stands a fair chance of finding at least a technical violation of some act on the part of almost anyone. In such a case, it is not a question of discovering the commission of a crime and then looking for the man who has committed it, it is a question of picking the man and then searching the law books, or putting investigators to work, to pin some offense on him. It is in this realm--in which the prosecutor picks some person whom he dislikes or desires to embarrass, or selects some group of unpopular persons and then looks for an offense, that the greatest danger of abuse of prosecuting power lies. It is here that law enforcement becomes personal, and the real crime becomes that of being unpopular with the predominant or governing group, being attached to the wrong political views, or being personally obnoxious to or in the way of the prosecutor himself."

The above quote describes my situation almost perfectly. In my matter, I have been criminalized without having violated one criminal statue or even any departmental statues. The same cannot be said of my antagonists. 

Senator Adler, if ever there was an example of prosecutorial misconduct, my case exemplifies it most aptly. I have learned that the Burlington County Judicial system is one of the lowest rated in the State. Perhaps that is why it was such a fertile ground for corruption to grow and spread. Perhaps that is why I have discovered more victims than just me. What can occur here can happen elsewhere. I will present to you concrete and irrefutable proof, by way of documents, courtroom testimony and transcribed taped statements that my complaint is real. I believe that most disturbing of all is that the evidence has, in almost all its entirety, been obtained from my adversary and main incriminator, the Burlington County Prosecutor’s Office. It is my assertion, because of direct dealings, that the NJ Attorney Generals Office is in violation of crimes involving cover up of its subordinate county prosecutors office. I beg that you simply evaluate the proofs and make your own determination as to my complaints validity. If you are convinced that what I assert is true, I implore you to aid me. While the most immediate benefit is to myself, there are multiple benefits that should have a direct impact upon your constituents as well. By assisting me you can restore honor, integrity and decency to law enforcement. The foremost benefits will be to law enforcement officers, but a law enforcement community free from the taint of misconduct and malfeasance is one that can only be an improved one. Clearly when the law enforcement community is infected with corruption, all suffer. Your constituents may be affected: they may find themselves in contact with an officer less willing to behave professionally, or worse, as has happened. 

I will not endeavor to reinvent the wheel. Instead, I would ask you to review previous correspondence to familiarize yourself with the particulars of my case. I have not received a response from either the NJ Attorney General’s Office nor the US Attorney General as of yet. It seems ironic that somehow, simply because I am a victim, that my exemplary, extensive training and experience as a 12 year police sergeant is nullified and worthless. Sir, I was never a common police officer. When patrol duties were slow, I studied law. I made mistakes and I watched others make mistakes and I did the most important thing; I learned from them. It was rare for me to make the same mistake twice or if I witnessed someone else make one, to repeat it. And as a sergeant, I would pass on this learning to my squad members via both example and training. As a police officer we are trained to expect and prepare for the inevitable attack from without. But I was never prepared to be assaulted from within my own profession. 

I ask that you evaluate my case on its own merits. It will shock you as it has everyone else. Please do not disregard it for its outrageousness. I ask that you please not shy away or ignore it, and thereby me. To do so is to turn your back on an opportunity to elevate law enforcement to a higher level that is most needed. Due to the voluminous content of all the material, I am only sending you the choicest evidence. I promise that I am not hiding anything that indicates guilt on my part. It doesn’t exist. It is all available to you for your inspection in the binder. And I reiterate, this information was obtained by the Burlington County Prosecutor’s Office and ultimately submitted to the NJ Attorney’s Office with no action. 

I have just come into possession of the legal case file of a civilian who had been charged in 1995 by the Burlington County Prosecutors Office with aggravated assault.     

I have referred to this person in my complaints but this was the first time I was able to objectively verify his allegation of tri-part legal corruption: Judges, prosecutors, and lawyers of criminal misconduct with the police doing the bidding of their subordinates, the Prosecutors Office.  This civilian was an 18 year old male at the time with a promising future in sports) had the misfortune of being present when the son of a local police chief in Burlington County crashed a party where he assaulted his ex-girlfriend.  The Chief's son went after the  Good Samaritans who came to her defense. This abuser, despite this domestic assault, would later become an officer with the Lumberton PD and would be the suspect of more Domestic Violence abuse.

 In the second incident, called the Officer Rufo matter,  is detailed in my complaints. But because this abuser had the correct personal and political nefarious affiliations via his father, both the innocent civilian(s) and police officer, were maliciously arrested and prosecuted.  The allegations of being a DV abuser and having an alcohol drinking problem were later confirmed by the NJ Appellate court. Yet he was again protected and insulated by the Burlington County Prosecutor’s Office. 

I have reviewed the case file and it is not overly large. But it is extremely disturbing, and not surprising any longer, that nowhere in this case are there any independent statements implicating this civilian! One of the Good Samaritans, now also made a suspect, was given and passed a polygraph examination and he excluded this innocent party from being involved in the fray.  The Chief's son, despite admissions and clear physical evidence of a domestic assault against his girlfriend,  was never charged. However, despite the overwhelming proof of innocence on the part of the civilian, he received outrageously high bail ($38,000.00). In fact, this civilian, who attempted to separate the combatants, remained and helped render first aid to the Chief's son till first aid arrived! His reward was incarceration.   

Until I came along, my client had no idea to what degree he was victimized. He is willing and eager to make himself available as needed. He has authorized me to use his case freely. 
I hope to hear from you shortly. I will make myself available to you at your demand if you require anything further or you have any suggestions. As far as recommending legal representation as being my best recourse, know that I have discovered that lawyers are human too and most cannot accept the level and depths of misconduct that ultimately compounds my situation. When your adversary’s are not restricted by lawful conduct and can influence others, how do you fight back? I ask you to accept one easy challenge to help establish credibility. Enclosed you will find a copy of my order issued against the State dismissing all complaints falsely lodged against me.  They ignored said order and now were in criminal and civil violations of that order on many levels.  

To disregard a court order,  is blatant criminal conduct.

With this evidence I ask that you please give me credit that the other claims that I have put forth may be as true and you can see that I need an advocate who will help me supercede the corruption and expose the truth. 

There is always more than one side to the truth, but if only one side is monopolized and advanced, while intentionally excluding and suppressing the other(s), than you don’t have the truth, you have a fable.

Today I am the victim. Tomorrow, it could just as easily be you or someone you know.
