COMPLAINT II

Perjury, False Swearing, Official Misconduct, Conspiracy, Related Departmental Violations: 


On February 19, 1999 County Detective Leitenberger interviewed Sgt. Wayne Maver. At one point he was asked whether he and Officer Kozub had any further conversation on the night in question after the alleged incident at Officer Kozub's house. Sgt. Maver stated that there had been no further contact between he and Officer Kozub and in fact, specifically details that it was not until several months later that Officer Kozub advised him that she and I had indeed gotten together again later that same night. As you can see, he even explicitly articulated that her reason for not telling him that we had gotten together after the incident on the same night was because "I was very calm." See Exhibit 4

During sworn testimony before a court of law on June 5, 2000, Sgt. Maver contradicts this statement and falsely states that in fact he and Officer Kozub had talked throughout the night in question. He states that he was fully aware of what was transpiring, that he knew I was there, and that he wanted to "reassure" Officer Kozub, and that there had now been several phone calls.  See Exhibit 5 


A clear and obvious conspiracy to testify falsely became more evident upon review of Officer Kozub's own court testimony also dated June 5, 2000. Officer Kozub, in complete opposition to Sgt. Maver's sworn statement of February 19, 1999, concurs with the latter false statement made by Sgt. Maver. See Exhibit 6. This amounts to conspiracy. 

Also, in Officer Kozub's statement to County Investigator dated February 10, 1999, there is no mention of any conversation between her and Sgt. Maver. This is consistent with his first statement and inconsistent with his/her court testimony.
