COMPLAINT III

Perjury, False Swearing, Conduct Unbecoming, Intentionally creating risk, Unfit for Duty: 

Officer Kozub, as should have been done from the onset of her allegations of domestic violence, and with my counter allegations, should have had her weapons seized and should have undergone the County mandated psychological evaluation for fitness for duty. A particular area that needs to be especially examined is her ability to maintain a healthy and committed relationship without the traumatic endings that apparently have become part of her relationship pattern. This is evident throughout Officer Kozub's dating history as far back as Officer Millhollin, a former Burlington Township Police Officer whom Officer Kozub had a dating relationship with. Contrary to Officer Kozub's claim, she and then-Officer Millhollin had in fact dated for some time and in fact, according to Officer Millhollin completed her college thesis for her while she was in the Pocono's on vacation. I am also aware that Officer Kozub was forced to process a police officer who lived within Burlington Township and whose wife accused Officer Kozub of having had an affair with. At the time Officer Kozub told me this, I had little reason to doubt her claim of non-involvement. However, with the overwhelming evidence proven herein, the accusations by the wife now carry more weight. 

Officer Kozub's overwhelming need to be a victim places many at great risk, as I can personally attest. It is my concern that if this behavior is not exposed and remedied, that the next time Officer Kozub is performing promiscuous behavior, someone else might show less restraint that I did. 


Officer Kozub testified that she and I shared an exclusive dating relationship. However, what was later discovered was that Officer Kozub systematically attempted to initiate a sexual or romantic tryst with each and every friend of mine while we were involved. This behavior is consistent with past as well as present conduct. It should be noted that with the exception of one, all these friends were also police officers as well, thereby bringing into the equation, each and every time, the potential existence of three firearms. Fortunately, my friends wished no part of this bizarre behavior and refused Officer Kozub's advances. 


I accused Officer Kozub of attempting to romantically involve herself with Sgt. J. Taylor while she and I dated. Of course, she denied it. Sgt. J. Taylor confirmed it twice over, once to the County investigators and once during court.  See Exhibits 7 & 8 


Officer Landell was interrogated by County Detective and recounted a very disturbing incident. As you can see, Officer Kozub had propositioned Officer Landell, a married man, to involve himself in a sexual "threesome." See Exhibit 9 


This matter is compounded upon review of an incident that occurred in 1997 whereupon she similarly propositioned Officer David Wainwright. See Exhibit 10 


It is clear that Officer Kozub was "shopping" to see who would be willing and her use of the front of a "threesome" was simply her way of testing the water so to speak. 


Those discussed are not the only the ones I am aware of. Also, I have since been informed that her behavior continues to date.
