Dear Senator Menendez,

By way of this letter I requesting, for the good of New Jerseyians and others who may also endure the stigma of statewide corruption, etc, that you immediately begin drafting wording to enhance and strengthen Federal Statue 1504 that allows for private citizens to make requests to appear for a Federal grand jury to present evidence of federal wrongdoing. Currently TITLE 18 § 1504 provides as follows:

    
  "Influencing juror by writing: 

      
Whoever attempts to influence the action or decision of any grand or petit juror of any court of the United States upon any issue or matter pending before such juror, or before the jury of which he is a member, or pertaining to his duties, by writing or sending to him any written communication, in relation to such issue or matter, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than six months, or both. 

Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the communication of a request to appear before the grand jury: [emphasis added]

Even the NJ Supreme Court agrees wherein it stated In re Loigman where it specifically addressed a citizens' rights to appear before a federal grand jury is protected by 18 U.S.C. 1504:

"A citizen's right to ask a federal grand jury for permission to appear before it is now expressly protected by statute. Title 18 U.S.C.A. §[ 1504, which prohibits attempts to improperly influence a grand juror by written communication regarding pending matters, also provides that "[n]othing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the communication of a request to appear before the grand jury." The Supreme Court has recognized the broad investigatory powers of the grand jury. State v. Doliner, 96 N.J. 236 [1984]."

However, despite the plain language, my efforts to avail myself of this plainly worded statue has been thwarted by the US Attorneys Office in Camden, NJ and by US District Court Judge Freda Wolfson, who also refuses even to comply with Title 3332, which provides for a District Court Judge to forward a request to investigate to the Federal Grand Jury, or to empanel a Federal Grand Jury, when special circumstances, such as have been well documented in my legal brief, demand. Judge Freda has refused to answer my follow up letter to her denial for access to the Federal Grand Jury requesting she comply with Statue 3332 and submit my request and/or complaint to the Federal Grand Jury. 

You may seek further legal support in my legal brief, which will also demonstrate the absolute need for this ultimate right to justice for when justice is abused or denied at http://southjerseyjustice.com/GJBrief.doc

As it stands now, the Federal Grand Jury is under lock and key by BOTH the Federal judiciary (although as seen in my legal brief there is more support than not from several well decided cases) and the US Attorney Generals Office. You must introduce legislation that will take away any doubt that a private citizen, who is neither a target nor the subject of a Federal Grand Jury, SHALL be allowed to submit a request DIRECTLY to a sitting Federal Grand Jury and that it shall NOT be interfered with by anyone under penalty of LAW, and that the Grand Jury FOREMAN will be required to send back an acknowledgement letter of receipt of the request and a final decision to investigate or not.
