To the Honorable Judge Wolfson, USDC:


I am in receipt of your decision not to uphold the statutory right of the Plaintiff to access the Grand Jury. The matter shall be appealed for certain deficiencies.   

However, you have mentioned but failed to indicate or offer an opinion on whether this court will comply with U.S.C Title 18 § 3332 as requested and as authorized, direct that this material be presented to a Grand Jury as provided in the original pleading as well as was reiterated in the Final Reply and which is quoted herein: 


“Furthermore, argument in support for the Plaintiff is also part of this statue wherein federal crimes such as described  in the Plaintiff’s original brief provide that such allegations “may be brought to the attention of the grand jury by the court.” This Court is empowered to empanel a Special Grand Jury independently: 

§ 3332. Powers and duties

(a) It shall be the duty of each such grand jury impaneled within any judicial district to inquire into offenses against the criminal laws of the United States alleged to have been committed within that district. Such alleged offenses may be brought to the attention of the grand jury by the court [emphasis added] or by any attorney appearing on behalf of the United States for the presentation of evidence. Any such attorney receiving information concerning such an alleged offense from any other person shall, if requested by such other person, inform the grand jury of such alleged offense, the identity of such other person, and such attorney’s action or recommendation.”
If it is your intention to not comply or to indulge the Plaintiff in this pursuit of justice, please advise on what basis this Court intends to rely.
