Dear Mr. Gerrow;


This letter is to confirm the topics we discussed at the end of the case file inspection that was conducted by myself, in the presence of Captain Fitzpatrick, on this date. It is my understanding as to the following items:

1. You will inquire as to the existence of potential other case files that may or may not exist, especially concerning the (2) criminal complaints (Assault / Criminal Trespass) against Deanna Kozub and their disposition. Of especial interest is the investigative process that commenced upon their issuance and that ultimately led to their Administrative Dismissal.

2. You will make a similar inquiry as it relates to the Temporary Restraining Order as filed against Deanna Kozub up to its final resolution on May 6, 1999. Of especial interest is what transpired after the Order’s issuance, its non-enforcement, and ultimately to its dismissal on May 6, 1999.You also mentioned that a case worker who had prepared the Temporary Restraining Order had been reprimanded in some fashion. Could I please obtain any documentation to that effect or at the minimum, her name and location or employment?

3. I also could not find the master copy of the microcassette you raised in court before Judge Sweeny. I could only locate the transcripts of the microcassette in question. Could you please advise me as to its status/location?

4. You will inquire as to the existence or non-existence of any investigative reports that we made or kept by the Burlington Township Police Department, specifically dealing with the Internal Affairs Officer’s interview of Deanna Kozub approximately December 1998. This was requested by Sgt. Reed of the Westampton Police Department and resulted, according to the testimony of Officer Reed, with Deanna Kozub advising IA Det./Sgt. Richardson of the same department taking a statement from Ms. Kozub denying any domestic related matters.

5. Also, I made a request of Captain Fitzpatrick that I may have overlooked when speaking to you. I could not find any documents concerning Det. Leitenberger’s investigation of the TRO violations by Deanna Kozub when she went to a prohibited location (Mortimer Jewelers). I am aware that Det. Lietenberger actually went there and spoke to the victim, Ms. Christy Moritmer who was listed as a protected individual on the Retraining Order. Could you see if there are any other case files relating to this incident and/or reports concerning this portion of the investigation?

6. And lastly, I could not locate a Prosecutor’s “sign-off” indicating that Det. Leitenberger’s Search Warrant request had been reviewed and approved by a County Prosecutor as is required I believe. If this could be addressed, I would appreciate it. 

I believe a Certification was to be forthcoming per Judge Sweeny from your Office 

Indicating that the case file as inspected was in its entirety and that nothing had been removed. In light of the above questions, I will accept a delay in that Certification until the above matters have been resolved and the requested documents have been copied and or additionally made available.
