Dear Acting Governor Codey:

   I do not have high hopes that this letter will somehow find its way through the maze of aids to your attention, but an attempt not tried is automatically doomed to failure.

 My name is Dale M. Baranoski. I was a police sergeant in Burlington County with an exemplary record. Since 1997 I have been the victim of both police and public corruption. I have stood fast and fought back as best as I have been able. I have explored every available avenue of redress. I have no intention of stopping. Indeed, through a website I am creating, I hope to expose what I term disorganized crime within the State. It is composed of a County Prosecutor’s Office, several local police officers, several County Judges and even up to and into the Attorney General’s Office. 

   In short, the Burlington County Prosecutor's Office has been operating and conducting illegal activity on an almost constant basis. They intentionally target any police officers or civilians that pose a threat or have reported misconduct against any officers related to their political affiliates. I have discovered an epidemic of civil rights violations and criminal wrongdoing as well as several victims.

   Initially I had thought mine was an isolated case and that I was the only law enforcement officer being targeted and victimized. My research has identified several victims involving numerous acts of flagrant misconduct as well as a history of same. I have categorized these other victim’s cases and not surprisingly, have realized that we share almost the same offenders and the same methods of criminal activity. What I have both discovered is that it has been impossible to get any person or agency to take the appropriate action. The offenders are truly above and outside the reach of the law. We have fallen victim to political forces that have shown disdain and disregard for rights and the law. As a result many have been hurt; more will be. 

 What is worse is that the Attorney General’s Office is not only aware of this criminal activity by this particular County Prosecutor’s Office, but it has engaged in covering the crimes up by claiming that “investigations” were conducted and which resulted in no evidence of criminal wrongdoing. Yet years later when I and an associate conducted a case file inspection of the Division of Criminal Justice’s files per the Open Public Records Act, there was absolutely NO proof contained therein that any action of any type had been taken, a fact hat as a trained investigator I already knew.   Your predecessor was made aware of this illegal activity and directed the Intergovernmental Affairs Department to look into it. We met with Erica Fischer, the Deputy Director at the time. Nothing was done. I am attaching the last letter from me to Ms. Fischer which was never responded to. In fact, all the State agencies that qualify to have an acronym were eventually contacted and all refused to do anything. Interestingly, the Executive Director for the State Commission of Investigations did do something, he blocked that agency’s investigation into the complaints filed there and was rewarded with a Judgeship in none other than the same County wherein the complaints arose.  The public is well aware now via the infamous Norcross scandal being revealed down in this area, but more importantly is again showing the malfeasance by Attorney General Harvey.  Its time to clean out the one Agency that cannot tolerate any illegality. 

 
There is a tremendous need for a special unit that can meet the needs of the law enforcement community so those standards that I believed in, and fostered as a police sergeant can be made high again and the types of corruption that I am exposing become a thing of the past. Currently, there is literally no place for good police to turn to when they themselves become victims of crime, especially when the offenders are in the same profession. I would propose that this unit would be able to deal the many small local Departments and would help mediate problems before they become wildfires. These problems are negative for the citizens of NJ. They bring down police moral, they help breed an atmosphere of distrust as a result of poor performance by disheartened officers and they create an atmosphere wherein officers are actually more compelled to become corrupt. They are the basis for civil suits that drain taxpayer’s money. They undermine the ability's of the good officers to effectively carry out their sworn duties. They threaten homeland security. When good cops are scared to be good cops, because of bad cops, everyone suffers.   

 
  When I speak to others I often wonder who is more culpable? Those who have knowingly violated the public trust for their own gains or those who are made aware and have intentionally chosen to do nothing? 

   In closing I would like to meet with you to discuss this matter in detail. I am aware that you are busy and that the previous Governor may have left behind a tangled mess by failing to address my issue but I believe that I have ideas as to a satisfactory resolution that will help avoid adding the citizens of NJ to the list of victims. You see, contrary to the untruths, I have been, I am, and always will be a good cop. Return accountability and integrity will follow.  I encourage you to visit my website and see firsthand what has been occurring, at the County level and the State level. I am also including a recent news article revealing my complaint with the GRC. Mr. Hagerty’s repeated and intentionally false claim of “without merit” cannot stand the truth, and in light of the facts as now exposed, I would highly recommend you distance yourself from such false assertions and align yourself with one who has the best interests of NJ at heart. 

As a courtesy, I am also advising you that in the very near future, a comprehensive Federal complaint in the District Court will be filed and as I am sure you are aware, you as head of the State and with the ultimate responsibility over the Attorney Generals Office, and the de facto head of all the New Jersey Offices and Agencies, will as a matter of course, be named. The same new agency that published the GRC article has requested to be notified as soon as the complaint is filed. I of course agreed. Therefore, it seems to me that it would be advisable to meet with me and discuss resolving this rampant corruption that only hurts New Jersey.
