On October 7,2004 at approximately 8 p.m.  an unknown number of officers of the Franklin Township (Somerset County) Police Department and investigators of the Burlington County Prosecutor's Office entered claimants home and arrested her companion Philip Castagna-White in the process of violently and without justification removing Castagna from the home, the officers hand cuffed the claimant and forced her to sit on the floor. After Castagna was removed from the home officers of the Franklin Township Police Department, with the assistance of the Burlington County Prosecutor's Office, searched the claimants home without a warrant or other legal justification-
At approximately 9:00 p.m. unknown investigators of the Prosecutor's Office seized the claimant by demanding that she appear at the Franklin Township Police Department. This seizure was done without probable cause and without a properly authorized warrant or legal process.
Claimant was held in an interrogation room for approximately two hours and questioned. During the interrogation, the unknown investigators, both of whom white males who appear to be in their late twenties, falsely and maliciously told claimant that Joyce Leopold Castagna, tie former wife of Philip Castagna, had been murdered that day.   This statement shocked and emotionally devastated the claimant, who believed that Joyce Castagna bad been mordered for an additional two days before she learned that the statements made by the investigators were false.
The conduct of the Franklin Township officers and the Burlington County Prosecutor's agents constituted official action done under color of law violating claimant's rights under the Fourth, Fifth, Sixth and Fourteenth Amendments of the Constitution of the United States and under Article I, ^f 7 of the New Jersey Constitution (1947).
The conduct of the agents of Burlington County were also tortuous in that they falsely arrested and restrained the claimant. Additionally, the agents intentionally inflicted emotional distress on the claimant by telling her that Joyce Leopold Castagna had been murdered that day.
Additionally, superior officers of the Burlington County Prosecutors Office were present and either directed the interrogating agents to shock the claimant by falsely stating that Joyce Leopold Castagna had bean murdered, or alternatively were negligent in their training and supervision of the interrogating agents.
